CAB Club Shoot Rules

All Shooters need to be with another entrant 16 years or older while shooting for score cards to count towards a prize.
Score Cards must be totaled and turned in by deadline to be accepted.

Keep number of shooters to a limit of five per group as to not delay the group behind you.

Shooters may shoot from any position as long as their foot is touching the stake.

If an arrow is lost, a person from the group should remain in front of the target while others are searching.

Limit your search for arrows to 5 minutes as not to hold others up.

If you touch a line you are then able to score higher points on targets.

No range finders are to be used on courses.
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On practice range wait for all to yell clear before going to pull arrows.
10. Do not shoot arrows until all are back behind line.
