Archery News:

To be eligible in the Arizona Bow Hunting Records, trophies must be taken in complete compliance with the game laws of Arizona and
according to the rules of the Fair Chase. The term “fair chase” shall not include taking of animals under the following conditions:

Helpless in or because of deep snow, or helpless on ice.
While Swimming.

Helpless in a trap.

While confined behind fences as on game farms, etc.

In defiance of Arizona Game laws and Regulations.

By “Jacklighting” or by the shining of any artificial light.
From any power vehicle or boat.
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By the use of any power vehicle for herding or driving animals, including the use of aircraft flown alongside of any animal or herd, or
to communicate with or direct a hunter on the ground.

9. By the use of tranquilizers, poison, firearms or crossbow.
10. By the use of electronic equipment for attracting, locating, or ~ guiding the hunter to such game.
11. Any other method considered by the Bow hunting in Arizona committee as unsportsmanlike.

RULES FOR SMALL GAME CONTEST

An award will be given to the club member with the most species of small game taken.
2. Contest to start on January 1% of each year and go through December 31%.

You must call to report all small game taken, no more than 5 days following the month in which they were taken, to Mark Ovitt at

Small game Species Accepted: Picture required for the following.
Bobcat, Coyote, Fox, Ringtail Cat, Coati Mundi, Raccoon, Badger, Duck, Goose.

No pictures required for the following.
Skunk, Tree Squirrel, jackrabbit, Rattlesnake, Cottontail Rabbit, Pheasant, Quail, Dove, Bullfrog, Ground Squirrel, Rough Fish.
